The pla�orm sizes 
are available from 6 feet to 10 feet and the capaci�es ranging from 25,000 to 80,000 pounds.

The airbag cannot be over-inflated (maximum motor pressure is 4PSI), and has been tested 
for chemical immersion and rodent damage.

– Smooth, Reliable Gravity Lip Extension - This simple mechanism uses deck weight and gravity to 
automa�cally extend the aFX dock leveler lip. No manual flip-lip, no hydraulic assist and no adjustment 
are required. Tested to over 1,00,000 cycles.

– Horizontally Mounted Fan Motor Assembly - Located and 
protected safely under the airbag, the low pressure fan 
features a self-cleaning, filtered, UL approved, single speed 
motor. The fan motor runs on simple 220V, single-phase 
electricity, without hoses or clamps. Simple design to reduce 
service needs.
